Registration is free – as is the competition – and imposes no obligation on you. Please register as soon as possible.

We plan to have the Victorian State launch of the Challenge at the National Trust property the “Polly Woodside” on Sunday the 8th of May. The number of participants will be limited, so if you would like to be there register you interest with Jo as soon as possible.
