PASSION PROJECT 
HEP VIRTUAL MUSEUM EXHIBITION
All participants will undertake an independent historical 
research project on the topic of their choice and present their 
findings as a museum exhibition to be showcased at the History 
Enrichment Program Virtual Museum for all participants to view.

The Passion Project provides participants
with an opportunity to challenge themselves and work to the 
upper levels of their ability, but in a low-pressure environment. 
Work on their projects will not be assessed or graded, will be 
undertaken during the school holidays, and students will be free 
to choose what to include and how to display it in the virtual 
museum.

The Passion Project is designed to support students hungry for 
challenges beyond the classroom, and support parents and 
teachers who are searching for new ways to engage students in 
self-directed learning.
